Hello, everyone. Have you ever seen a dog working in a hospital? Have you ever thought about
why some hospitals have special dogs that wear a vest and walk quietly in the halls? Today, I will
talk about *facility dogs in Japan and what they do.

A facility dog is not a pet. It is a special dog that works in a hospital with a nurse called a
*handler. The dog and the handler live together and work as a team. The dog walks quietly in the
halls and visits many rooms. It does not run or *bark.

When a child has to get an *injection, the dog stays close, and the child feels @ ( 77 happy / /€ sad ) .
When a child walks after an *operation, the dog walks beside the child and makes the child feel
@ (7 strong / 1€ weak ). When a child feels ® ( 77 glad / 1 lonely ) , the dog stays quiet, and the
child feels happy again. Without words, these dogs make children feel better.

The first facility dog in Japan began working in 2010 at Shizuoka Children’s Hospital. Her name
was Bailey, and in 2012 she moved to Kanagawa Children’s Medical Center. In 2012, Yogi started
working at Shizuoka Children’s Hospital and helped many children until 2021. In 2017, Annie
began working at Kanagawa Children’s Medical Center. In 2019, Ivy started at Tokyo Metropolitan
Children’s Medical Center. In 2021, Ty started at Shizuoka Children’s Hospital after Yogi *retired.
In the same year, Masa started at the National Center for Child Health and Development. These
dogs became part of hospital teams and gave hope to many patients.

In 2022, facility dogs in Japan stayed with over 6,000 children. Even with this great work, there
are now only four facility dogs in Japan: Annie, Ivy, Ty, and Masa. In the United States, seven
facility dogs work at Walter Reed Hospital, and around the world, more than two thousand facility
dogs are helping many children.

@ Now, Japan will have more. In Japan, there is an organization named Shine On! Kids, and

it has a great plan. By 2028, this group will first train 13 facility dogs. After that, their final
goal is to have one facility dog in each of the 38 children’s hospitals in Japan. The road ahead
will be very difficult because training and keeping the facility dogs costs a lot of money. However,
these dogs have already shown us that even a single quiet step can light up a dark moment and
change children’s hearts. I believe that in the coming years, more and more children will meet
these amazing dogs, and their hearts will be full of new hope and true *confidence. Thank you for

Ty retired, and then Yogi started to work.

By 2022, facility dogs in Japan already supported over 6,000 children.

It is expensive to train and keep facility dogs.
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Early in the morning, the air in Ueno Park is cool and quiet. Birds sing in the trees, and people
walk slowly along the path. At the end of the path, they see a man and his dog standing together.

The man wears simple clothes, and (@ his face looks calm but strong. This is the statue of Saigo

Takamori, one of the most famous people in Japanese history. Even today, many people stop in front
of the statue and think about his life. They respect him because he lived with a strong heart and
always thought about others.

Saigo Takamori was born in Kagoshima in 1828. He grew up in a poor samurai family. From a
young age, he learned to work hard and to care about people around him. At that time, Japan was
closed to the world. Foreign ships sometimes came near Japan, and many people were afraid of
them. Saigo believed that Japan needed to change. He thought Japan had to open its doors to learn
new ideas and become stronger. He wanted the country to live in peace with other nations. @ He

believed that Japan could grow by learning many good things from the world.

Years later, big changes came to Japan. Many people wanted to start a new age, so the old
government ended and a new one began. The new times were called the *Meiji period. Saigo became

one of the important leaders of the new government. (3 He worked very hard every day. He wanted

to make Japan a better country. He hoped all people could live happily and safely. He tried to make
schools and train young people who could help Japan’s future.

However, some problems appeared in the new government. Saigo did not agree with some of
the new leaders. He thought they forgot the true heart of samurai. They thought money and
power were more important than people.

love and courage. In 1877, he died in a battle near Kumamoto. Many people in Japan cried when
they heard the news. They knew he was honest, brave, and true to his heart.

Today, Saigo is still loved by people all over Japan. His statue in Ueno Park shows him with
his dog, wearing simple clothes, just like an *ordinary person. It tells us that real strength is not
about money or power, but about kindness and courage. Saigo’s dream of a peaceful and fair Japan
continues to give us hope even now. We can learn from his life and try to live with strong hearts
like him.
